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Community Conservation Assistance Program (CCAP)

CCAP is a voluntary, incentive
based program designed to improve
water quality through the installa-
tion of various best management
practices (BMPs) on urban, subur-
ban & rural lands, not directly in-
volved in agricultural production.
CCAP consists of educational, tech-

nical and financial assistance pro-
vided to landowners by local soil
and water conservation districts.

To date NHSWCD has installed ove
15 best management practices
throughout NHC with CCAP funds.
Projects range from small backyard
rain gardens to large stormwater
wetlands.

One of our most recently completed
CCAP projects is located at Bradley
Creek Elementary School. This is a
15 acres site within the Hewletts
Creek Watershed. Stormwater run-
off from this site drains directly into
headwaters of Hewletts Creek. Af-
ter installing two biorention areas
and two stormwater wetlands, all

the runoff that leaves this site is
now filtered before entering the
creek.

r  Installing these BMPs on this school
campus also allowed District staff
and partners* to educate students
about the importance of taking care
of their environment and what
negative effects stormwater can
have. This site serves as a great
example of what groups, busi-
nesses and communities can do to
improve their local water quality.
